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Description

The epistle on which we are about to enter gives us more than any other an inner view of the church or assembly of God. It does not, like the
epistle to the Romans, lay the foundation of divine righteousness. But it is not at all contracted in its scope. It deals with the practical conduct of
the Christian, as well as the public walk of the assembly. It maintains the authority of Paul's ministry as apostle. It denounces party spirit. It
exposes worldly wisdom. It insists upon the power of the Spirit. It urges godly order both in the Lord's institution of the eucharist, and in the use
of the gifts or spiritual manifestations.
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
